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BATTLEFORDS - COMMUNITY SOFTBALL COACH (CSC) CLINIC
Important NCCP Changes for 2020 Softball Season:
· For all new coaches to softball (no previous softball NCCP training), the Foundations of Coaching Softball (FOCS) – Part 1 online module will be a pre-requisite for the Community Softball stream of coaching. Coaches must complete this before they can obtain Community Softball Trained status on their NCCP transcript (which is what is required for the following Provincials: U12 A, B, C, U14 B, C, U16 B, C, U19 C).  This is a pre-requisite to taking the CSC clinic.
· In order to obtain your FOCS – Part 1 you must go to www.coach.ca 
1. Put your curser over The Locker and click
2. Either 
· log in (if you have taken any NCCP clinic before you would have one, and just proceed.  If you have a number, but don’t have a password, just go to forgot password, or email jac@softball.sk.ca and she will look up your NCCP # and give you a password.  
· Or if you have never taken an NCCP clinic before, then click on Don’t have an NCCP#? Create one now!
3. Choose eLearning – then select from the Multi-Sport tab – Softball.
4. Choose Foundations of Coaching Softball – Part 1 and proceed
· This module will cost you $10.00
· This module should take you 60-75 mins. to complete

· After taking the CSC clinic, please wait 2-4 weeks for the clinic to get entered into the Coaches Association of Canada (CAC) database. The clinic has to get approved by Softball Canada and CAC before appearing on your transcript.  Once it’s approved you will be able to access the Make Ethical Decisions (MED) online Evaluation in eLearning, free of charge.  If they are asking you for money, that means the clinic hasn’t been approved yet and you will have to wait.  If you decide to pay to do the MED online evaluation – you will not be reimbursed for it.

· choose Make Ethical Decisions Online Evaluation – then select from the right, the stage of athletes you work with most often.  It now doesn’t matter which one you select, as it will go on your transcript as taking the MED online evaluation.
· Please take a screen shot when you complete it, as it doesn’t always show up on your transcript.  If it doesn’t within a day – contact coach@coach.ca and tell them your issue.

·    FYI – As of 2016 - All coaches, managers and parents that help out with the team are required to complete their - Respect in Sport for Activity Leaders – Online Certification.  This should take 2-3 hours, and you can start and stop it as you go. To do this, go to https://softball.sk.ca/programs1/coach/respect-in-sport
